Above photos show plastic container used as tréoigh. When hypertufa mixture has cured and ys tire trough can be removed from {
form and can be planted. Note drainage holes derside of trough.

Depth of finished trough should ideally be 8 ieshThat depth will provide sufficient spacelfest plant root
development and will tend to provide more stabce to the trough for holding moisture.

Joy and Dave wikupply the hypertufa mixture and plastic shegtirhey will also show you how to include
necessary drainage hofes your trough.

You will need to bring: Creative ideas for size and shape of troughs. $tuntbber gloves, necessary for shaping

troughs. Oval square or rectangular bakimgsp plastic or Styrofoam boxes or bowls (Formeaabed for shaping
your trough.
